Frequently Asked Questions concerning fees and funding

1. If I am paying some or all of my fees, how can I pay?

The University is able to take payments by cash, cheque or Access, Visa, MasterCard, Eurocard, Delta, Switch and Solo/Electron either in person or over the phone. Payment of fees can also be made by direct debit over 5 months from November to March.
Students who cannot pay their fees in one payment can also pay in two instalments, 50% at enrolment and 50% at the end of January. 
2. What do I need to bring to enrolment?
You will need to bring any written evidence you have regarding financial support you are receiving, this is normally covered by your Financial Notification form, and will be sent to you from Student Finance Authority. 

You should also ensure you have some money available to you, as it can take up to a week for your grants and loans to be paid into your bank accounts, and you will need something to live off during this time.

3. Will I get any fees refunded if I withdraw?

Generally speaking if a student is self paying their fees, refunds are assessed on a pro rata basis, by term. 

4. I don’t understand what funding is available to me and how to complete the form?
Our Student Finance Team at the University is here all through the summer to help with any enquires you have regarding funding and the application process.
