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Methods of Payment for Course Fees
It is University policy that all course fees will be paid or invoiced for, during the enrolment process.

Student Loan Co Sponsored Students

Students who are receiving a Loan or Grant towards the cost of the tuition fees, should bring their Financial Notification to enrolment, to avoid incurring a payment.
Sponsored Students
Students who are being sponsored by an employer or organisation should ensure that the University has received documentary proof of sponsorship by the enrolment date.(Please complete form INV.01 and return to the Finance Department). A student who does not produce documentary evidence must sign a box on the enrolment form accepting financial responsibility for fees if the sponsor fails to pay. If you are being sponsored, details of your examination results are available to your sponsor provided you have given your authority.

Self Paying Students
Students paying their own fees will be expected to pay their full course fee at enrolment.  Students studying a modular based course will be required to pay for the modules they are starting during the Autumn Term.  To assist students with the payment of fees, the University is now able to accept payment by Access, Visa, Mastercard, Eurocard, Delta, Switch, Maestro and Solo/Electron.

The University also has the facility for Direct Debit payments for students enrolling for academic year 2010/2011. This will take the form of 5 monthly payments starting November 2010, however, a students fees must be over £250.00 to avail themselves of this facility.

Part-Time Student Grant
For academic year 2010/11, there is a part time student support grant, administered by your Local Education Authority. You can get a grant if your income is below certain thresholds and you are studying the equivalent of at least 50% of a full-time course, at undergraduate level. The grant is made up of a fee element and a grant for books, travel etc.

Students in receipt of Benefits

Students who are not eligible for the above Part-Time Grant, may still get their fees waived if they meet the following criteria.

Students who are on an undergraduate course and are in receipt of Income Support, J.S.A., Working Tax Credit, Housing Benefit, Council Tax Benefit or Incapacity/Disablement Benefit, should complete a GUF form or provide documentary evidence, which needs to be brought to enrolment, for the possibility of fee waiver to be considered.

Any external fees to the University such as registration or residential weekend fees

must be paid by the student at enrolment.


Students who become employed during a course will be expected to pay the

remaining terms’ fees, e.g. employed November - Spring and Summer terms’ fees to

pay.

Self funding students who become unemployed during their course will be eligible

for fee waiver, providing a GUF form is completed and forwarded to the Finance

Department.

Senior Citizen Students

Students who are on an undergraduate course and in receipt of an old age pension which is their main form of income are entitled to a waiver of tuition fees, in line with the regulations for unemployed students.

Instalment Policy
In cases of severe hardship, where full payment of the course fee at enrolment would preclude a student from joining the course, the student may apply to pay their fees in two instalments.  The first instalment being 50% of the course fees to be paid at enrolment, the second instalment, being the balance, to be paid by the end of   January. 

Withdrawals from a course
 Students who are self paying and withdraw from their course within the first 4 weeks, will not be charged the course fees, but may incur charges for educational
materials, or registration fees. Withdrawals after this will be charged pro rata on a termly basis.
Financial assistance that maybe available to you in academic year 2010/2011.
