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New Regulations on Part Time PGCE/Cert Ed Tuition Fee Funding
For academic year 2010/11 the tuition fee for the Part Time PGCE/Cert Ed, will be £1640.00. Students already on the course will still be able to apply for a Tuition Fee Grant towards the cost of the course, and the non means tested part of the Assembly Learning Grant to cover the remaining part of the course fee.

Please note that students starting the course in academic year 2010/11, will have a different method of tuition fee funding, which are outlined below.
From Sept 2010, the existing tuition fee grant of £940.00, will disappear for new students, as will the non-means tested Assembly Learning Grant.

Therefore, new students starting a PGCE/Cert Ed course Part Time, will not get the 

Tuition Fee Grant, but must apply for the means tested Part Time Fee Grant, which is dependant on the percentage of a FT course a student does.

Students  will need to apply to their Local Education Authority for the Part Time Fee Grant, as this is means tested we cannot guarantee what a student will receive. However, the maximum a student could receive would be a full Course Grant of £1095.00, and a full Fee Grant of £650.00. Please note these are the maximum amounts available and as awards are means tested amounts will vary in each individual case.
Students should be advised to apply for funding through their LEA as per usual. The LEAs are responsible for determining the level of funding and the associated means testing which is not managed by either the University or its collaborative partners.
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
