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FULL-TIME FEE STRUCTURE FOR ACADEMIC YEAR 2011/12
The undergraduate tuition fees for academic year 2011/12 we believe will be £3375.00; however, Welsh domicile students attending a Welsh University who started their course in 2009, should get a fee grant towards their fees from the National Assembly, which is paid directly to the institution. Please contact your Local Education Authority for further information.
All students in 2011/12 will be able to apply for a full tuition fee loan, to cover their tuition fees, if they wish. Applications for Fee support need to be made as soon as possible in 2011.
Students attending the University have the option of paying the fees themselves in two instalments, 50% by end of October and 50% by the end of January, or by direct debit over 5 months November to March. However, they can also choose to take out a Student Fees Loan, from the Student Loans Company, thus deferring payment of fees until they start work and are earning £15,000.00 per year. Continuing students at the University who have applied for support for an earlier year, should be sent forms automatically, however, you do need to apply for each year of your course. You only need to contact your Local Authority, if you do not receive a form. Further information can be accessed on the above Student Finance Direct Wales web site or Student Finance England for English students.
Students wishing to study a full time PGCE course may still get financial assistance, for current information please see the following web site www.studentfinancewales.co.uk or www.studentfinance.direct.gov.uk
Students studying any other postgraduate course at the University will be expected to pay 50% of their fees by end of October and the balance by the end of January, or enter into a direct debit agreement over 5 months November to March.

Home students studying Art Foundation or Access courses will be eligible for a waiver of their tuition Fees.

All students should bring any written evidence they have received concerning any form of financial support, to enrolment.        

Methods of Payment

The University is able to take payments by cash, cheque, or Access, Visa, Mastercard, Eurocard, Delta, Switch and Solo/Electron either in person or over the phone. Payment of fees can also be made by direct debit over 5 months from November to March.
University Bursaries & National Bursaries
There are a wide range of additional bursaries available to UK residents studying full time undergraduate courses both pre and post entry, including the Elite Sports Scholarship and Reginald Salisbury Award.

Other Financial Help

Assembly Learning Grant   

This is a means tested non repayable grant available to students who live in Wales,  however, this grant is means tested and is dependant on your household income.

The equivalent grant for English student is the Maintenance Grant.

Student Loans
As well as the tuition fees loan, students can take out a maintenance loan, details of which can be accessed from the above listed web sites.

Government and Access Bursaries

These bursaries may be available for certain home students taking courses during 2011/12. For application forms and information contact the University’s Student Services 01633 432657/432396.

Access Funds

These are funds to help certain home students, whose participation in higher education might be inhibited for financial reasons. For application forms and information contact the University’s Student Services 01633 432657/432396.
Students should also ensure you have some money available to you at the start of the academic year, as it can take up to a week for your grants and loans to be paid into your bank accounts and you will need something to live off during this time.
